Pnina Granirer
Pnina Granirer currently lives and works in Vancouver BC. She was born in
Romania, and studied art in Jerusalem, Israel. Granirer's images are both
realistic and abstract, with intricate patterns and subtle colours layered over
one another. Her early works include detailed drawings of birds, cats, forests,
rocks and trees, while her later works tend towards more loosely rendered
acrylic paintings of flowers and the human figure. She layers both images and
colour, and works in printmaking, painting and collage.
